Mr MQ was then permitted to address the Sub-Committee and took the
opportunity to outline the reasons he felt he should be granted a Private Hire
Licence. Following questions from Members he then left the meeting to enable
the Sub-Committee to make their determination.

The Sub-Committee gave careful consideration to the application, the information
within the committee report and appendices together with the submission and
responses given by the applicant. The Sub-Committee also considered the
District Council’'s guidelines relating to the relevance and treatment of
convictions, the District Council’'s Schedule of Conditions of licence, the
legislative and policy provisions, statutory guidance, conditions of licensing and
advice from their legal representative.
