13. Digltal Images must De kept for 31 days.

14. Pollce wlll have access to Images at any reasonable time.

15. The equlpment must have a sultable export method, e. G. CO/DVD writer so that the

police can make an evidentlal copy of the data they require. This data should be In the natlve flle format, to ensure that no
Image quallty ls lost when making the copy, If thls format |s non-standard (lLe. manufacturer proprletary) then the
manufacturer should supply the replay software to ensure that the video on the CD can be replayed by the pollice on a
standard computer.
